Competition Rules

ÅThere are no rules!  You have total freedom!

ÅEach Portfolio should have a minimum of 3 

images and a title 

ïMore than 4 or 5 will probably be too many

ÅThe images in a given Portfolio should be 

connected in some way

ÅThey will be judged as individual photos and 

how they óhang togetherô as a set

ÅOpportunity to explore type faces, backgrounds, 

layoutsé.

ÅNeed lots of entries!



Maximum image size 1024 pixels wide x 768 pixels tall



ÅThe following slide shows a very simple 

arrangement of 3 images

ÅTheyôve all been cropped to the same size 

and a border added

ÅIôve put two of similar colours top and 

bottom to balance the one in the middle





ÅThe next slide is a combination of 2 in a 

landscape format and 1 in a portrait format

ÅIôve selected a font which seems ómodernô 

(to me at least!) and which therefore suits 

the futuristic architecture





ÅIn the next slide, Iôve added a border 

around the images and have also drawn in 

lines in the background to complement the 

geometrical nature of the images

ÅThese lines were drawn on a separate 

layer using the pen tool in Photoshop





ÅAnother iteration, this time with a square 

grid of lines to enhance the geometrical 

shapes.  





ÅThe final iteration in which Iôve used Edit > 

Transform > Perspective to add 

perspective to the grid.





ÅIn the next slide, Iôve tried to tell a simple 

story of a spider, a fly and the spider 

eating the fly (PS It wasnôt the same fly!)

ÅI think that it helps to pull the images 

together if they tell a simple story

ÅI chose the font since it has a spidery feel 

to it





ÅThe next slide is the same, except that Iôve 

added an appropriate background (a 

spiderôs web) but photographed against a 

different colour foliage.

ÅThis is less stark than a white background 

and complements the subject
